NO MORE THAN FIVE (5) VEHICLES PER AUTOMOBILE CLUB will be permitted.  If you obtain a pass under false information your unit will not qualify and your pass will be invalid for the parade.

The time allowed for assembly of units is from 10:30 A.M. until 12:15 P.M.  The assembly location is from East 17th Street to East 13th Street. After 1:00 P.M. units will not be allowed, THE PARADE PROMPTLY STARTS AT 1:30 P.M.

3. Participants must complete and submit the parade application in its entirety no later than July 23rd 2010. 
4. All presentations including music and themes should be as culturally relevant as possible.  Participants are encouraged to decorate a float.  VEHICLES WILL BE LIMITED IN THIS YEAR’S PARADE to 1 per organization. 

5. Candidate/Public Officials are encouraged to be creative, use a float or banner. There is a registration and permit fee of $100. Please make checks payable to Julia de Burgos Cultural Arts Center. EACH CANDIDATE/PUBLIC OFFICIAL WILL BE LIMITED TO ONE (1) VEHICLE IN THE PARADE.
6. Your representative must register with a committee person on the day of the parade.   Floats and Units will enter from East 17th Street.

7. All participants must be properly identified by banner, flag or insignia that contains the name of their organization or group. 

8. Vehicles are subject to prior approval.  The time allowed for assembly of Units is from 10:30 A.M. until 1:00 P.M.  AFTER 1:00 P.M. UNITS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED.   The parade starts promptly at 1:30 P.M.  

9. Items may be passed out in a way that ensures safety of pedestrians and participants.

10. Participants will not be allowed to make any lewd, indecent or offensive displays (verbal, graphic, or otherwise) anywhere along the parade route.  Such displays or distasteful behavior will result in the immediate removal of the individual or group from the parade. 

11. The consumption of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs is prohibited on the parade route.

12. The Latino Fest/Puerto Rican Parade Committee reserves the right to remove any participants/groups not complying with any of the rules and regulations of the Puerto Rican Parade 2010.
